Mission of the City of Anderson Economic Development Quality of Life Fund:
The mission of the City of Anderson Economic Development Quality of Life Fund held at the Madison County Community Foundation is to provide financial support to not for profit organizations dedicated to improving the quality of life in Anderson, Indiana.

The Fund fulfills this mission by: 

· Making philanthropic grants in response to community needs for economic development, arts and culture, health and human services.

· Convening a leadership committee for making grant recommendations that are inclusive and representative of community demographics.

Grant Priorities and Objectives
The City of Anderson Quality of Life Fund seeks to make philanthropic grants in response to community needs in the following six areas:  arts and culture, health, human services, and economic development.   The City of Anderson Quality of Life Fund encourages grants that:

· Propose practical and innovative solutions to community problems, needs or projects

· Promote cooperation among agencies without duplicating services

· Enhance or improve institutional or organizational self-sufficiency

· Encourage the participation of other contributions by using matching gifts, challenges and other grant techniques

· Closely coordinate, when possible, with the programs of other sources for funding such as the government, other foundations and associations

· Show the greatest benefit per capita and per dollar granted 

· Give evidence of the qualifications and stability of the organization applying

· Reach a broad segment of the community with needed services, which are presently not provided

· Set forth a work plan, which shows an ability to achieve the project’s goal
Grant Application Deadline

The grant application and all supporting documents must be received in its entirety in the office

of Madison County Community Foundation no later than 4:00p.m. on Friday, August 13, 2010.  Postmarks will not be accepted.  Applications received after the deadline will not be considered.

Grantmaking Guidelines

Application forms and guidelines are available from the Foundation office or may be downloaded from the Foundation website at www.madisonccf.org.  The application will also be available at the City of Anderson website at www.cityofanderson.com.  The application consists of a Cover Sheet and 9 questions .The Narrative responses (questions 1-7) are to be limited to a maximum of 2 pages, typewritten.  If you should have questions regarding your application please phone our office at 765-644-0002.  The Foundation staff will be happy to assist you.  

Eligible organizations

The grants funded are to tax-exempt agencies classified as 501(c) 3 organizations of the Internal Revenue Code or public entities.  Programs must benefit residents of the city of Anderson, Indiana.   Grants will not be made to individuals or for profit endeavors.

Types of Grants:  

The City of Anderson Quality of Life Fund Grants Committee will consider proposals for program or project grants.

Time Limits 

The City of Anderson Quality of Life Fund will not make grants for more than one year. A recipient with an existing Q.O.L. grant still open may not apply for a grant this cycle.
Collaboration and Cooperation

The City of Anderson Quality of Life Fund is particularly interested in funding projects which facilitate cooperation and collaboration between organizations.

General Restrictions

The City of Anderson Quality of Life Fund will not financially support grants for:


· Annual Fund Campaigns 

· Individuals

· Capital debt reduction

· Sectarian religious purposes but may support general community programs sponsored by religious organizations

· Gifts to endowments

· Political campaigns

· Medical, scientific, or health research

· Student loans, scholarship/fellowship programs or travel grants 

· Programs and/or equipment which were committed prior to the grant application being submitted

· Organizations without responsible fiscal agents and adequate accounting procedures
· Schools and Government Agencies

· Normal operational expenses of the organization
Funding Levels

The majority of competitive grants will be funded between $1,000 and $10,000, not to exceed $25,000.

Submission of Applications

Assemble original application packet (Section A/Cover Sheet, Section B/Proposal Narrative and Section C/Budget) plus nine (9) copies of original application packet, 
and one copy only of the following:  a current listing of your governing board, IRS determination letter (non profits) and most recent audit or financial statement.   The cover sheet is the first page, followed by your answers to the questions. Do not put application in any type of folder. 
Grant Application Review Process 

The Foundation staff reviews applications to ensure they are complete. Those considered not complete will not be reviewed by the committee.  Applications received without the signature of the organization’s Chief Executive Officer will not be considered nor will applications submitted without the requested supporting documents.  

Complete applications are dispersed to the Grants Committee for review.  The committee then meets and makes their recommendations.  Their recommendations are then presented to the full Board of Directors of the Madison County Community Foundation, at which time final decisions are made.  All distributions from the Fund are considered grants from the Madison County Community Foundation. Grant applicants will be notified in writing with respect to the decisions of the Foundation’s Board of Directors.  This correspondence will state whether or not a grant has been made and will clarify any provisions or limitations for those grants that have been approved.
